Alan Munde needs no introduction to long-time Bluegrass fans. From his early creative work with Sam Bush in Poor Richard’s Almanac to
his traditional bluegrass apprenticeship with Jimmy Martin and the Sunny Mountain Boys to his 21-year stint anchoring the landmark Country
Gazette, Alan has blazed a trail as one of the most innovative and influential banjo players of all time. He was profiled in the June 2005 issue of
Bluegrass Now magazine and was recently honored by IBMA with distinguished achievement award.

Prayer Ministries

As we move into September, we have four more months to spend with The Lord’s Prayer.
Recent weeks and months have found our church’s Barnabas Connection ministry, like many
other churches and charities, receiving many requests for assistance--for food, utilities,
housing, finances, transportation and school supplies. Into this world come the words of the
prayer Jesus gave to us: “give us this day our daily bread.”

In considering this passage, author James Mulholland reminds readers of Biblical passage
when Jesus tells Peter, three times, “Feed my sheep.” Jesus connects truly loving Him with
meeting the basic needs of people, His sheep. We are reminded that meeting the basic daily
needs is difficult for many of the world’s people. We are challenged to feed and care others.
Matthew 25 reminds us of what that caring looks like--even today.

As Jesus teaches us to pray for our daily bread “it becomes a prayer with a lateral glance” (Living the Lord’s Prayer by
David Timms). Just as the prayer began with Our father, the us and the our in this part of the prayer remind us that
this prayer is not about me and mine. This prayer speaks beyond our personal needs to our collective needs--for daily
bread and for compassion in stewardship.

And then there are the words daily bread, speaking to the most basic needs for this day/today. Jesus does not pray
for a year’s supply to plan for the future. What does this mean for our lives today? Timms offers this prayer petition
to help us live this phrase of our Lord’s prayer: “Lord, simplify our demands and expectations. Help us with what we
need, today, so that we might help others whose needs will not be met today. Amen.”

This submission for the September newsletter is being written the Sunday before the Back to School Fiesta.

We are in the home stretch leading up to the Fiesta, with over 300 children pre-registered for the supplies, and
70+ children pre-registered for immunizations. The work on this event began back in February with the first grant
application to the Wimberley Rotary Club. Some seven months later we can now see the end in sight and the fruits
of those months of labor.

The community has responded very generously with volunteers, financial support, school supplies, kindergarten
mats & blankets, hair cut gift certificates, and more. Volunteers are calling all of the families to confirm their
registrations. Volunteers have been and are shopping for supplies in Austin,
San Marcos, and San Antonio. Volunteers are organizing more volunteers.

Some of our own WUMC children have also worked hard to raise funds for
this year’s Fiesta. Trey and Blakely Degenhart hosted a lemonade stand on
a Saturday in their neighborhood and raised $65! Trey and Blakely then
went shopping and purchased backpacks to donate to the Fiesta.

This amazing community event could not happen without the support of
so many church and community members. Wimberley UMC members
have been very supportive financially and with supplies and volunteers.
Ace Hardware donates our sacks for the supplies and this year is donating
some costly batteries. The Ruth Circle purchased the nap mats for the
kindergarteners and made a nap blanket for each of them as well. The Lion’s
Club, Wimberley Rotary Club, Wimberley Community Civic Club, and
many area churches donated substantial financial support and volunteers.

We cannot help but realize the need in our community with this annual
event. Please keep all of these children and families in your prayers over
the coming months as school gets underway.

Created by God Program for Jr High Youth--Save the date.

A Jr High Level Program, “Created by God” will be hosted here at WUMC, Fellowship Hall on Friday October 23rd at 6:30-8:30
pm and October 24th, 9:00am-2:00pm.

There will be a $25 registration fee with meals/snacks provided. In addition, we will have childcare available as needed.

The Created by God Program discusses human sexuality based on Christian values.

The curriculum will cover the physical attributes of sexuality and the emotional ones as well. There are parent and youth sessions.
In order for your child to participate, you must participate with them.

In addition to the youth sessions, there is one session for parents only and one for youth and parents.

One of the benefits to gain through these seminars is increased dialogue between you and your child.

Kercida McClain, Education Minister, from Elgin UMC will facilitate this program along with a few adult volunteers.

We will need at least one more male
and possible 2 more, one female/one male based on number of children present.
