


Shelley King CD Release with Chip Dolan and Marvin Dykhuis

Susanna’s Kitchen, Thursday, November 19

The November Susanna’s Kitchen will feature a CD release for Shelley King’s 
new album “Welcome Home” with Chip Dolan (keys and accordion) and Marvin 
Dykhuis (guitar).  

“Welcome Home” is a unique collaboration between Shelley King and members 
of the subdudes: John Magnie, Tim Cook and Steve Amedée. King and her long-
time musical heroes have created a classic! King’s lustrous soothing voice and 
timeless songs are at the forefront of this recording supported by layers of effortless 
“subdudes” harmony and superb musicianship. The first single - “Summer Wine” - 
is an all-American sultry summer love song with an uplifting melody and smooth groove reminding the listener of the 
simple pleasures of summertime and spending time with the one you love.
 
Shelley King has the unique honor of being the first woman to be appointed Official Texas State Musician.  For this 
esteemed state artist position, candidates are nominated by the citizens of Texas and appointed by the Texas Legislature 
and the Texas Commission on the Arts.  She is in the company of a legendary list of state musicians including Willie 
Nelson, Ray Benson, Billy Joe Shaver, Dale Watson and Johnny Gimble.  

Shelley King is a legend in the making as a top vocalist, acclaimed songwriter, and seasoned bandleader. She has swept 
the genres of folk, blues, and Americana with her crossover appeal.  Here’s proof. She has headlined the Kerrville Folk 
Fest & NY Blues Fest in addition to many other festivals.  She won the prestigious Austin Music Awards for “Roots 
Rock Band of the Year” in 2005 and “Song of the Year” in 2001 for her song “Call of My Heart”. Shelley King has been 
described as “powerhouse”, “soothing alto”, “un-crying in your beer”, and “blistering” all in the same review leading 
critics and fans to agree that it is her soulful voice and strong delivery that sets her apart.  Numerous artists nationally and 
internationally have covered King’s songs including Toni Price, Nancy Sinatra & Lee Hazlewood who recorded King’s 
“Texas Blue Moon” for their Warner International release in 2004. 

A veteran of the Texas music scene with nearly two decades of professional music experience, Shelley travels all over 
the US, Canada,Europe, and Japan.   She has appeared on the long running PBS program Austin City Limits.   She 
recorded a “live concert” for Sirius XM Satellite Radio and appeared with Texas State Musician Billy Joe Shaver on the 
internationally syndicated radio program “Woodsongs”.  Shelley King’s music is soulful, no doubt about it.  Steeped in 
the origins of southern gospel, Shelley rocks with the best of them blending folk, country & blues to create her own roots 
rock style. Whether performing solo or with a group, Shelley always delivers an uplifting, dynamic, engaging, and fun 
performance suitable for all ages. Now THAT’s Americana!

Susanna’s Kitchen is a monthly coffeehouse hosted by the Wimberley United Methodist Church (TYPICALLY) on the 
third Thursday of the month in the WUMC fellowship hall and is open to the public. Tickets are available at the door, 
$10 for adults, $5 for children, childcare is available from 7:00 to 9:00pm. Pie from Wimberley Pie Company, organic 
coffee from Hill Country Natural Foods, and hot tamales are always on site! Doors open at 7:00 pm, with music starting 
at 7:30. This is a smoke-free, alcohol-free venue.

Program Spotlight: MnM Kids

I’d like to use the newsletter to highlight WUMC’s children’s programs.  This month I’d like to focus on MnM Kids.  
MnM Kids is a mission-oriented program that teaches children the spiritual aspects of discipleship and stewardship 
through service and outreach to our church, local community, and the world.  

So far this year, MnM Kids has supported “Imagine No Malaria”, and “Nothing but Nets” missions, Project Linus, the 
Family Carnival, and has supported Margery Marshall in Bolivia with cards and friendship bracelets for children there.  
Each month, a character theme and a mission theme are chosen.  During the month, we invite a speaker representing 
a specific mission to address the group.  MnM Kids work on projects or ways to support this mission.  The character 
theme will tie into the mission theme and scripture. The children will also be given the opportunity to generate their own 
suggestions of ways they can be disciples in their world.  I invite you to come see and hear the excitement and enthusiasm 
as the children come up with ideas for service opportunities, and ways they feel called to share God’s love with others.

May we have the courage to pray this Prayer and live into God’s answer in our lives.  To God be the glory.
His is the Kingdom we seek, the Power we need and the Glory to Him always.

To come to the Father with confidence and expectancy,  read Psalm 103 ~
     meet Him intimately, realize His great love for us ~ what He does for us,
            and what He is really like.
